Each project request must be submitted on the Community Preservation Committee Project Submission
Sheet (thisform).

Requests should be within a 5-year period from FY 2003 to FY 2007
Requests must include the need for the item and be documented with appropriate support information.

Obtain quotes for project costs wherever possible, if not, cost estimates may be used provided the basis
of the estimate isfully explained.

If request is part of alonger-term project, include the total project cost.
For Departments or Committees that have multiple project requests, prioritize projects.

Requests should be received by December 31, 2002 to be considered for recommendation at the March
2003 Annual Town Meeting.

Please keep in mind there are legal limitations on what CPA funds can be used for. For example the funds
cannot be used to build gymnasiums, stadiums, or any similar structure.

The Community Preservation Committee may require a formal presentation for projects requesting funding.
Applicants for funds may be required to provide additional information depending on the nature of the project.
Such additional Information may include, but not be limited to, the following:

Site Plans and Surveys

Engineering/Architectural Plans

Structural Survey

Geotechnical Investigation

Hazardous Waste Site Assessment (21E)

Contractors Estimate (Construction, demolition, repair, architectural and engineering fees, etc.)
Property Appraisal

Legal and related expenses (Title Search, Deed Restrictions, Property Transfer)

Any other costs directly associated with the project

Applicants may request funding for all or part of these fees. The Community Preservation Committee will
evaluate funding for such expenses on a case-by-case basis.

If you are in doubt about your project’s eligibility, please submit it so we have the opportunity to review it.
